Applicant must answer all questions and have asked for letters of endorsement from two
adults (see application form.)

Scholarships may be used only for tuition and fees required for attendance, and for course-
related expenses (fees, books, supplies and equipment required for courses of instruction) and
will be paid after the successful completion of the student’s first semester upon showing
proof of a 3.0 college grade point and proof of enrollment for second semester.

One $750 Scholarship will be awarded second semester of freshman year.
